MINUTES OF THE TENTH MEETING OF THE CENTRAL
SANCTIONING AND MONITORING COMMITTEE (CSMC) OF SUB-

Tenth meeting of the Central Sanctioning and Monitoring Committee
(CSMC) of Sub-Mission on Basic Scevices to the Urban Poor (BSUP) under the
Jawaharlal Nehru National Urban Renewal Mission (INNURM) was held under the
Chairmanship of Sectetary, Ministry of Housing and Urban Poverty Alleviation
(HUPA) in New Delhi on 27* February, 2007. List of participants is ai
Annexure-1. Agenda-wise details of discussion ate as follows.

2 At the outset Secretary (HUPA) informed the Committec that some Statces
are sending a large number of proposals and it will not be possible to sanction all
of them in view of the State-wise indicative allocation limits fixed by the Planning
Commission. Accordingly, the State Governments may prioritisc projects within
the city. Preference may be piven to areas having the largest concentration of
slum/BPL population ot where the basic amenities in slums are in most deplorable
condition. Accordingly, the representatives were invited to present the projects.

3. Shd Hitesh 'Kumar Makwana, Joint Commissioner of Municipal
Administration,  Shri D). Dinakaran, Commissioner, Madurai Municipal
Corporation, and Shri P. Muthuveeran, Commissioner, Coimbatore Municipal
Corporation presented the following projects from the State of Tamil Nadu:-

3.1. State officials informed the Committee that some more projects from the
State are under appraisal and requested that they may be approved in the current
financial ycar. JS JNNURM) informed that as we are closc to the financial year
and also there arc projects coming from States that have not yct submitted any
proposals, any further proposals from States who have already submitted quite a
number of projects may be considered in the next financial year.

3.1. After detailed deliberations and considering the remarks of the appraising
agency (HUDCO), the Committec approved these six projects subject to the
following conditions:-

(i)  List of beneficiaries will be put on the website by the State Government

integrated with the trunk lines in the city.

5.1. One of the appraising agencies, ie., NBCC observed that the cost of the
project is based on old Schedule of rates. The representative of the State
Government informed the Committee that in West Bengal the schedule is not
revised cvery year. Instead it is corrected every year without altering the base year.

52. After detailed deliberations and considering the temarks of the appraising
agencies (NBCC and HUDCO), the Committec approved thesc six projects
subject to the following conditions:-

(i) Where pattas arc not granted, the same should be given to the
beneficiaries within 6 months;

(i) List of beneficiaries will be put on the websitc by the State
Government -

(iii) The dwelling units with a minimum built up are of 25 sq meter should
have one bed room and one multipurpose room, toilet and kitchen;

(iv) The beneficiaries should have individual water connection and toilet;

(v) The slum infrastructure such as sewerage, water line and road be
integrated with the trunk lines in the city.

(vi) The State Government will take up city wide infrastructuce
development by using UIG/State Plan/Municipal funds to ensurc that
slum infrastructure nctworks: water supply, sewerage, storm drainage,
roads etc. are connected to city-wide infrastructure systems.

53. On the project listed at Agenda Item G (which was earlier defecred in the 9eh
meeting of CSMC held on 2.2.2007 as the representative of the State Government
wanted to revise the project with adequatc built up area and having two rooms, kitchen
and toilet), the State representative stated that the built up area of the dwelling unit
has been increased from 19.86 sq meter to nearly 25 sq.mt. It was also stated that
the beneficiary contribution is 10-12% of the project cost. However, the
appraising agency (HUDCO) informed the Committee that the revised details have
not been furnished by the State agency. The Committee, therefore, approved
this project subject to furnishing revised details having built up area of
minimum 25 sq. mt., before release of Government of India share.

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6. One project from Bangalore, Karnataka, as described below, was deferred as
State Government representative was not available for furnishing necessary
clarifications, nor the appraising agency (BMTPC) was not in a position to give
necessary clarifications.

7.  Onc project from Pune, as described below, for revision of cost approved
eatlier, was deferred as State Government representative was not available for
furnishing necessary clarifications. The Committee, however, was of the view that
any further upward revision in the cost may be met by the State Government:-

8.  The Committee urged the implementing and appraisal agencies to ensure
that all the slum development infrastructure projects are fully integrated with the

UIG projects in the concerned town/city.

9.  The Committce teiterated that in the casc of all projects including the
projects approved earlier:-

() the States should undertake biometric identificaton of beneficiaties
and place the lists on the State/Municipal/JNNURM web sites;

(id) prepare  State/Municipal/Slum urban poverty profiles with due
attention to the 7 Point Charter;

i)  develop State/Municipal/Slum Development Plans with a vision of
Slum-free cities and phasing plan;

(iv)  establish state/municipal poverty alleviation cells to plan, devclop,
monitor and assist in the implementation of JNNURM with the full
involvement of all stakeholders;

) put in place a computerized tracking system to track the physical and
financial progress of projects sanctioned under jNNURM slum-wisc
and beneficiary-wise and stage of construction-wise;

(vi)  establish quality control systems — internal and external — to ensure
that the constructions are undertaken with utmost quality to represent

value for money;
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(vii)  constitute beneficiary committees which would supervise construction
at-various levels - foundation, basement, lintel, roof etc. and undertake
social audit of the projects after completion.

(vii) undertake city wide infrastructure development by using schemes
funded under UIG/State/Municipal budgets to cnsure that slum
infrastructure networks: water supply, sewerage, storm drainage, roads
etc. are connected to city-wide infrastructure systems.

10. 'The Committee urged upon the State Governments to prioritise projects and
preference should be given to “kutcha” or less “pucca” houses.

11. The Committec requested the Sate Governments to try to wotk out a
mechanism to cover more number of beneficiaries within the limited amount
available. He said that seeking financial assistance from banks and also, if possible,
by increasing the beneficiary contribution, for construction of houscs would go a
long way in cffectively utilizing the State sharc to cover morc number of

beneficiaries.

12. The Committce also urged upon the State Governments to cnsure
involvement of beneficiarics from the initial stage of the project formulation. This
would help in ensuring necessary quality of the projects which would in turn also
facilitate social audit of the project.

13. JSUNNURM) informed thc Committec that Central fund for undertaking

biometric identification of bencficiarics, preparation of city profile, ctc,, will be
available and urged the State Government officials to make all out cfforts to
undertake such activities for smooth implementation of the projects. -

14. ‘The Committee requested the State Governments to provide necessary
facilitics to the vendors within the admissible components of BSUP/IHSDP. Fe
cited the example of Punc where separate vending zone has been carmarked. Also
they have been provided necessary infrastructurc facilities under BSUP.

15. JS (JNNURM) urged upon the appraising agency to help the States in
prioditizing their projects keeping in mind the allocation made by the Planning

Commission,
16. JS JNNURM) also requested the representatives of the State Governments

of Gujarat, Kerala, Andhra Pradesh, etc., provide details of the programme of
execution to enablc the Ministry to prepare a national guideline on programme

execution.
The meeting ended with a vote of thanks to the chair.
