MINUTES OF THE NINTH MEETING OF THE CENTRAL
SANCTIONING AND MONITORING COMMITTEE (CSMC) OF SUB-
MISSION ON BASIC SERVICES TO THE URBAN POOR (BSUP)
UNDER JAWAHARLAI. NEHRU NATIONAL URBAN RENEWAL
MISSION JNNURM) HELD ON 2% FEBRUARY, 2007.

Ninth meeting of the Central Sanctioning and Monitoring Committee (CSMC)
of Sub-Mission on Basic Services to the Urban Poor (BSUP) under the Jawaharlal
Nehru National Utban Renewal Mission (JNNURM) was held under the

Chairmanship of Secretary, Ministry of Housing and Urban Poverty Alleviation
(HUPA) in New Delhi on 29* December, 2006.

2 List of participants is at Annexure-I, Agenda-wise details of discussion are as
follows.

3 The following 2 projects from the State of Gujarat were presented by the
representatives of the State Government:-

Agenda Item No. A | JNNURM — BSUP Housing Scheme
(construction of 2640 DUs) at different EWS Housing

proposed reserved plots for different town planning
schemes at Rajkot.

Agenda Ttem No. B | DPR for construction of housing for the urban poor (EWS)

at various locations in Ahmedabad Municipal Corporation
(Phase-I)

JS (JNNURM) enquired from the Municipal Commissioner, Rajkot, about the profile
of the beneficiaries, especially whether the proposed beneficiaries own land and also
whether there was any scope for construction of independent houses rather than
multi-storey structure of houses. The Municipal Commissioner, Rajkot, informed the
Committee that none of the identified beneficiaries own land and in view of the
scatcity of land there is no scope for providing independent houses to each of the

beneficiaries. Therefore, only muld-storey housing was being proposed by the State
Governiment.

After detailed deliberations and considering the remarks of the appraising agency

(BMTPC), the Committee approved these two projects. Abstracts of these
projects are at Statement I & II of Annexure-II.

After detailed deliberations, and considering the remarks of the appraising agency
(HUDCO and NBCC), out of the 10 projects, the Committee approved nine projects,
subject to the following conditions:-
(i The dwelling units should have one bed room and one mult-purpose
room, toilet and kitchen.
(i) The beneficiaries should have individual metered water connection.
(i) The sewerages should be integrated with the trunk sewerages in the city

The committee noted that under the project at Agenda Item No. E [Resettlernent and
rehabilitation programme for people relocated from kanal bank under Kolkata
Environmental Project (KEIP), Kolkata.] the proposed built up area of the house is
only 19.86 square metre with one room accommedation which was less than the
desirable area of 25 sq metre. The representatives of the State Government said that
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for the project at Agenda No. E, a revised project for construction of houses with
adequate built up area and having two rooms, kitchen and toilet will be submitted.
