Intending bidders who have successfully completed execution of complete pumping
station jobs during last five years are required to fumish completion certificates and
payment certificate of jobs undertaken directly by them within last five (5) years.

The nature of the completed job shall invariably be comprising of selection, supply,
installation, testing, commissioning and O&M of River (Intake) water/ Surface water
pumping station equipments where station discharge shall be not less than 5000-
meter® hour at a head of 15-20 Meter by not more than three pump motor sets in
parallel coupled with H.T./ L.T. Motors, H.T.Switch boards, L.T. switch boards,
Transformer, cabling and instrumentation work.

The work completion certificate must specify the date of commencement of work
and the date of completion of work.

Major equipments namely pump, motor, switchgear, transformers, cables, flow
meter vendors must have valid Quality accreditation of ISD 9001 or ISO
14001 .certification.

In the event of the situation described above, the tenderer shall furnish the said
letter of association with credential of the said associated Electrical licensed
contractor showing competency of executing such type of installation,
commissioning works, license etc.

The documents in this account shall have to be fumished by the bidder duly signed
by him and attested by the NOTARY PUBLIC.

. The intending bidder shall have requisite plant and machinery such as straight
edge, surface plate, master level, torque wrench, filler/ dial gauge, all sizes

Earnest Money Deposit:

In addition to the complete set of tender documents as mentioned here in before, the
tenderer shall have to furnish an earnest money indicated in clause no: 1.7. Above
(at the rate of two percent of the value of work put to tender subject to a ceiling of
Rs.20,000/-) only.

The successful tenderer (the contractor), un acceptance of his offer shall have to
deposit an additional amount which together with the earnest money initially
deposited with the offer makes up the total amount at the rate of two (2%) percent of
his offer.

Security Deposit:

The successful tenderer shall have to provide for as security for the work an amount
in temmns of clause no: 1 of the printed tender form.

The earnest money already deposited as per clause no; 1.7. & 6.0 above shall be
converted into part of the security deposit and shall be treated as initial security
deposit.

An amount at the rate of 10% of the work/supply will be recovered from the
progressive running bills, which includes the initial security deposit. In case the total
amount of the retainable security deposit is more than Rs 2.00lakhs then the
contractor, at his own choice, may apply to the department for allowing him to keep
the amount of deductible security deposit exceeding Rs 2.00lakhs in the form of Bank
Guarantee valid for the entire guarantee period in the prescribed format of the
department.

Failure on the part of the contractor (successful bidder) in depositing the additional
amount of initial security where so required in terms of above shall constitute a
breach of the obligations and shall render the offer / contract liable for termination
with forfeiture of initial security deposit that may be lying with KMDA as in clause1.7.
above without any reference to the bidder.

Statutory Deduction of taxes / duties / Cess efc.

Income Tax (presently 2.26% of the gross billed value) will be deducted from the
contractor's bill at the rate in accordance with the orders/ circulars of the Union
Government of India in force during the contractual period.

If any variation of the tax structure is declared by the Union Govemment of India
during the pendency of the contract shall be to the contractor's account. However,
TDS will be issued to the contractor for this account.

Sales Tax (presently 2% of the gross billed value) will be deducted from the
contractor's bill at the rate in accordance with the orders/ circulars of the Government
of West Bengal in force during the contractual period.

If any variation in the tax structure declared by the Government of West Bengal
during the pendency of the contract shall be to the contractor's account. Here also,
TDS certificate will be issued to the contractor.

Cess for construction workers' welfare (presently 1% of the gross billed value) will be
deducted from the contractor’s bill at the rate in accordance with the orders/ circulars
of the Government of West Bengal in force during the contractual period. No TDS will
be issued in this case.

Any other statutory tax deduction as may be enforced by the Gowt. during the
pendency of the contract shall also be deducted from the contractor’s bills.
